Ghusl: A purifying bath taken by one in a state of major hadath. It is to be
done in accordance with the Sunnah of the Prophet {#£] and enables one to
be in a state of ritual purity for worship. |
Hadath: The passing of wind, urine, or stools [minor] or sexual discharge
caused by intercourse ot dreams-[major] thus causing ritual impurity. Minor
hadath necessitates ablution and major kadath necessitates a Ghusl.
Hadith: Statements or actions of the Prophet [#] or actions or saymgs that
he approved of by his family or companions.
Hayd: Menstruation.
Hajj: The pilgrimage to Makkah and a plﬂar of Islam.
Halal: Lawful [things or actions according to the Islamic Shari'ah]
Al-Hamdulillah: "All praise is for Allah."
Haram: Unlawful [things or actions according to the Islamic Shari'ah]
Henna: A skin and hair dye.
